Lifetime Prop Spinner Dave Shrum dies 
 

Dave Shrum of Roseburg, Ore., an 
accomplished builder and 
flier of control-line, free-
flight an radio control 
airplanes, died Feb. 1 at 
his home with his wife, 
Peggy, two sons and a 
daughter present with him 
at his passing. 

Shrum was noted not just as a modeler but 

as a friend to hundreds of Northwest 
modelers. He was a leader of the control-line 
flying group in Roseburg, a life member of the 
Eugene Prop Spinners, and a mentor to 
novice model airplane fliers of all types. He 
was instrumental in the ongoing success of 
the Northwest Control-Line Regionals and a 
hard worker at many contests and fun flies.
