Safety First, Foremost, and Forever!

Most injuries happen when we turn the engine over for starting. A slightly flooded engine might kick
back and the sharp trailing edge of the propeller cuts into your finger. Or you don’t get your finger out of
the prop-arc fast enough and the prop hits you. Both incidents can be avoided if you start the engine
backwards. By this | mean, flicking the propeller backwards “against” the compression, but not “over”
the compression. You basically just accelerate the propeller backwards and let inertia do the rest.
Before the engine reaches the ignition point, your finger is already out of the way. This method needs a
little practice, but works very well with most engines.
