 Golden State Stunt Championships 

Hosted by the PC Flyers 
October 20-21, Madera Airport, Madera, California 

 

Just a quick update from the Golden State.   
Mike Denlis took first in Intermediate, even 
though he had a bad cold. 

I took dead last in Classic.  The Shark 45 has 
a very serious trim issue but the engine ran 
well.  I think that when I rebuilt the nose after 
breaking it off in a very hard “landing,” I may 
have put too much down thrust in the engine 
mounts.  I will shim up the engine and we will 
see if that corrects the problem.  Essentially, 
the Shark really did not want to turn inside 
corners.  Outside was fine but insides were 
very much a problem.  Add the wind, which 
we had, and insides were scary and very 
unpredictable. 

We flew the Golden State at Madera airport.  
Great site with really great black top.  
Weather was good except wind was a 
problem.  Sat and Sun the wind seemed to 
gust to about 15 or so with generally 
constant winds more like 7 to 9.  Those are, 
however, guesses.  We only had a couple of 
strong “dust devils” come through but we did 
have two crashes that seemed related to a 
sudden down draft.  One was “Rob” from 
Calif.  Don’t recall his last name.  His electric 
suddenly pancaked while reasonably level 
inverted flight.  That totaled the airplane.  
The second, several days later, was Mike 

Haverly.  Same kind of sudden pancake 
down, but Mike was level right side up.  
Pretty much destroyed his plane as well. 

My brother did a great job putting the contest 
together.  I heard a lot of very 
complementary comments and no real 
negative ones.  Everyone seemed very 
pleased with the contest performance.  The 
only real downside was I drove almost 12 
hours Wed. to get there.  Ate dinner, went to 
bed then up at 3:30am to go to the airport for 
several live TV shots on a morning TV show.  
That went well but made for a very long and 
tiring day. 

As for Advanced.  I got a whole 10th out of 
15.  Wind was a factor.  I was blown out of 
the Clover Leaf and one outside square and 
had an “end of flight, engine runaway as well.  
In the wind, the motor struggled pulling the 
plane “uphill.”  After talking to several people 
about the engine power, I “opened up” the 
venture.  We will see how that worked, or 
didn’t, next time we fly.  The stock venture 
was .281.  Sometime earlier, I had put an 
ST51 needle valve in which reduces the 
venture size so opening it back up seems 
plausible.  I opened it up to about .295 
primarily because that was the next drill size 
I had available.  We shall see.
