You’ve all been hearing about this for a year, so I thought I’d send out a picture.  This is the Wildman 
60 built from the RSM kit that Floyd gifted me last year.  Power is a SuperTigre .51.  It weighs 57 oz. 
and appears to be a bit tail heavy so I am a bit scared about flying it.  Finish is polyspan (open areas), 
carbon fiber veil (fuselage) and Brodak dope.  Engine is all that remains of my unsuccessful “Dawg” 
stunter. Since the picture was taken, the big SuperTigre muffler was substituted for the tongue muffler 
for to add weight up front for balance.  First two flights were made on October. 5. 

This is not the greatest picture because the light was failing, but you’ll see it on the field soon. 

And, Floyd, thanks for designing this plane and for giving me the kit.  It was quite a “wild” thing to 
build.
